NWC participates in Federal Student Aid (Title IV) programs and is required to publish its policy on unearned federal aid calculations. The
following definitions, policies, and process apply when a student who has received federal student aid for the payment period withdraws from
the College, voluntarily or involuntarily after the semester has begun,
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enrollment, up to and including the withdrawal day, is divided by the number of days the number of days within all enrolled
modules (minus the number of days in common breaks between each module and all breaks of 5 or more consecutive days in
length) that were used to determine the types and amounts of federal student aid awarded to the student, or by the number of
days within all modules in which the student was enrolled at the time of withdrawal if the student had dropped all subsequent
modules prior to withdrawing from the College (applicable when the Pell grant is the only type of federal student aid awarded).
