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Points to be considered 

 

Foundation staff, sometimes in consultation with the President, will consider the following: 

 

• the solicitation's "fit" with the institution, 

• if the solicitation prospect is an annual donor to the NWC Foundation, 

• if the prospect has been solicited otherwise during the calendar year, 

• if there has been ongoing or recent discussion with the prospect that might lead to a 

major or planned gift, 

• the likelihood of positive response to the proposed solicitation, and 

• which gift is of most value to the institution. 

 

If the solicitation proceeds, Foundation personnel will provide appropriate assistance to 

employees or students. 

 

This informal approach to guiding campus solicitations of private gifts is not intended to 

discourage individual initiative.  The many programs and activities sponsored by faculty, staff 

and students are vital elements of Northwest's character and are greatly valued as complements 

to the curriculum.  However, please understand that Northwest College may have more worthy 

causes than private gifts in the region can support. 

 

A reminder regarding fundraising and the NWC Foundation 

 

The only way to recognize private gifts and provide appropriate charitable deductions is to make 

them to the NWC Foundation.  The Foundation is a private, nonprofit corporation whose purpose 

is to cultivate, raise, recognize and invest private gifts on behalf of the college, then extend 

financial support to the college.  All checks should be made payable to the NWC Foundation, not 

to Northwest College.
